Introduction

Welcome to the Fellows Court and Weymouth Court Final Exhibition

In 2023 the Council committed to build

or support the construction of 1,000 new
homes for social rent by 2026, to help
tackle the housing shortage and provide
high-quality, genuinely affordable homes to
those who need it.

Fellows Court garages and Weymouth
Court garages sites are 2 of 14 locations
across the borough as part of a new
programme to build around 400 new
homes of which 75% will be for social rent
and 25% for private sale.

Play strategy

Play provision is a requirement of planning policy. The proposed
strategy aims to make play accessible to all, for both new and
existing residents. The majority of play will be provided in the
proposed shared pocket park, which will include small fixed
‘doorstep’ play, lawn space and informal play.
